Use manufacturer with over fifteen (15) years of experience in the manufacturing of the specified product.

Cupolas to be wood and/or aluminum framing.
B.
Cupola to be clad in .032 aluminum standard colors. 
2.03
Fabrication

A.
Design and Fabricate wood framing to maintain the utmost of quality per drawings.

B.
Design and Fabricate all exterior cladding with experienced sheet metal practices.

2.04
Finishes

A. 
Body to be aluminum clad in either baked on polyester finishes – standard colors or Kynar 500 finishes, standard colors.

B.
Top to be either aluminum or copper
2.05
Accessories


A.
Fabricate finial, weathervane and/or other topping ornament per drawings.

B.
Design and fabricate louver blades and firmly secure to cupola frame

C.
Design and fabricate moldings and ornaments in accordance with approved drawings.

Caulk

Clean and dry all surfaces to be caulked.

Apply with caulking gun, using nozzle of proper size to fit the joint.
